1.Can you share with us your name and a little bit about your background.?
My name is Elaine Littau. I was raised in the Texas panhandle town of Perryton, TX. My parents had me in their mid forties. They were born in 1909 and 1913. They were toddlers when the very last wagons were used to move from one place to another. They used horses to plow and drove wagons to town. My Dad got his first car when he was nine years old. 2. Can you tell my readers when was the moment you knew you had to deadicate your life to christ? And what was that moment like for you?

I was 6 yrs old and in the first grade. We had a wonderful evangelist come to our church. His name was Ike Davis. He wrote the song, "There is Peace in the Shelter of His Arms". My Mama had taught me about Jesus from day one, but that day I understood what it meant to turn my life over to the Savior. He as been my Lord every since that day. I never wanted to dissappoint Him. He is the most important Person in my life. I was a lonely child and knowing Jesus personally filled that loneliness.


3.what do you think is the biggest mountation young people are facing today?

I think that young people have precious few heros to look up to as far as people they can touch and talk to. Many of the people who should be setting moral standards have fallen short. Many things that were taboo when I was young are seen as normal now. It is hard to live a life of purity when close friends live together without being married. There are many  things like this. Young people who live a life in pursuit of Jesus are thought of as fanatics. There are those who do this, but it has to be hard when respected people see things in the way the world does.


4. In your eyes what do you think makes a strong relationship with Christ?
I think it is doing what is right when no one is looking. Being Jesus to those who refuse to let you tell them about Him. Loving when it is difficult because you want to be like Him. Walking close enough to Him that you can feel His breath on your face. 

5. In today's world with crime, broken families, people losing there homes and jobs, How do you think people can hold on to there faith?

How can you not hold onto the Lord. He is the only One who is steadfast and sure in this broken world.

7. what is your favorite scripture and why?
I love the Scripture that the song, "He brought me out" was written from. He brought me out of the mirey clay. He set my feet on the Rock to stay. He puts a song in my soul today, a song of praise, Hallelujah. 
This verse stands for the previous question and answer.

8. Can you please share with our readers the name of your book and what it is about?

I have 5 books so far. 3 are published at this time. 
Nan's Journey, Book I in the Nan's Heritage series, is about a 15 yr old girl who escapes from abuse with her 5 yr old brother. They hide in the Colorado mountains of the 1800s.

Elk's Resolve, Book II of the Nan's Heritage Series, is about Nan's sons and the events of their life. Depression, prejudice, and restoration are addressed in this book.

Luke's Legacy, Book III of the Nan's Heritage Series, is about the younger bother and sister and how they have to live with the decisions they make in their life. The theme is that God has no grandchildren.

Timothy's Home, Book IV of the Nan's Heritage Series, brings the series in full circle. A boy finds his way in a new world but must face his past to become the man he is intended to be. This book has been submitted for consideration of publication.

The Eyes of a Stranger- Gertie's Grace, is not in the series. It is loosely connected with the previous books. It is about a girl named Gertie who was sent to the West as a reluctant mail-order bride. She was rejected by the man who sent for her and she must find a way to survive hundreds of miles from home.

The next series is the story of seven girls who were rescued from a life of slavery. These books are rambling around in my head at this time.

9.what inspries you to write?

Actually, the Lord gives me ideas thoughout the day for plots and characters. I love it. I do not appreciate predictable books. When people read my rough drafts, if they can figure out what is going to happen...I change things up. I think Christian books should be the very best out there.


10.what is the 1st book that ever took your breath away and what about the book changed your life?
I think that almost any book written by Grace Livingston Hill would fit the bill here. "Ladybird" "Marcia Schylar" "The Finding of Jasper Holt" are all wonderful books that she wrote. She wove a really good story with the love of God thoughout. These were my reading material as a child. I read GLH books every day of every summer out loud to my mother. She thought they taught grace and manners as well as how to overcome temptation and love Jesus.

11. What message do you hope the reader will recvie from your book?

The first book is about forgiveness. The second is about overcoming depression and living in victory. The third is the fact that God has no grandchildren....Each book has its overall theme. I think that is very important.

12. What message would you share to writers just starting out?
Be preparred to work hard in selling your book. Be preparred to not be famous or rich over night.  Write because you love to write and you are inspired to write. 

13. What do you want the world to know about you?
I was 52 when my first book was released. As an empty-nester I thought that the most productive years of my life were over. After being published I have met a lot of authors that I love to mentor and brainstorm about marketing and writing. Life is very interesting now. I have found where I put my dream. 
Many times people ask young people what their dreams are. After having children, no one asks anymore. I had forgotten where I put mine. Now I have found my calling. It is a chicken way of telling the story of Jesus, but it is the way that I can do it consistantly.  You are never too old to find that dream and dust it off and live it.
